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How to use Pace Pals

The Basics, bet the icons

Rabbits — if you like your
horse to be in the lead.

Foxes — if you like your horse
to be close to the leaders,
ready to pounce at any time.

ot Hounds — run in the pack
and make their run later in the
race

Turtles — relax early in the
race and make a big late run

Dark Horses — are 1st-time
starters or foreign horses that
haven’t shown what running
style they prefer.

Generally Rabbits & Foxes win most of the
sprints (races at less than a mile). As the
races get longer the Hounds & Turtles win
more often and excel on the turf (grass).

Handicap with Pace Pals

Pace Pals takes key elements of the each horse’s past
performances and puts them in a visual format to help you quickly
handicap a race.

@ Check the Rating Graph to see who ran the fastest last
race and how competitive the race is. If all the horses are about
equal, there is good chance for an upset.

@ Check the +/- ratings for Post Position, Jockey & Trainer...
you want to see lots of ++ for the horses you like and minus’ for
the ones you want to beat.

® Check the Running Styles Chart see how many
Rabbits, Foxes, Turtles & Hounds are in each race and the number
of wins for each running style at that distance & surface. If there
are lots of horses with the same style then there may be traffic
troubles for those horses and their chances may be compromised.
If there are too many Rabbits (early speed horses), it may set the
race up for a lone Fox, a horse that is comfortable racing just
behind leader, or for the Hounds or Turtles, (horses that come-
from-behind). Conversely, if there is only one Rabbit in the race
it is dangerous no matter what the odds or even if the running
style history says it is hard for a Rabbit to win. Anytime the race
sets up for one horse’s preferred running style it will likely run its
best race.

@ Check the Morning Line odds (the odds the track
handicapper predicts the horses will be at post time). The actual
odds are the result of how much money is bet on each horse to
win. The lower the odds the more money that has been bet on
the horse. Generally the favorite, horse with the most bet on it,
wins 1 of every 3 races or 33%. A horse with a 10% chance of
winning based on money bet would be at odds of 9 to 1.

If two horses appear similar in abiltiy, bet the one at higher odds.

It is fun to predict what might happen there is great satisfaction
in seeing a race unfold the way you thought it would and to cheer
your horses to the wire. Have fun and we’ll see you in the winners’
circle.
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
